It is a trick question. If he says it is wrong then he speaks against the '
Law of Moses and the high priests who are trying to find a reason to
arrest him, have their excuse. If he says it is ok then he is offending
against Roman Law which in principle forbids stoning.

Jesus replies neither yes nor no but rather with admirable
simplicity and audacity, he answers with truth, justice
and compassion:

“He who is without sin, let him cast the first stone”.

Then with tenderness he says to the woman:
“I don't condemn you either, “Go and sin no more”.

tend to ignore all the injustices that women continue to suffer
everywhere.

The name of the Wharenui behind the church is called “Nga Kawai Maha”. It
can mean many strands (to a rope) or Whakapapa (genealogy). This is all
specific to Manurewa. In the precolonial and colonial times The tribes came
down from the north, tribes came up from the south, tribes from the west
coast came over as did the tribes from the east coast . All tribes had to pass
through or meet in in Manurewa,

Many strands (tribes) were platted together hence to say that many strands
make a strong rope Manurewa . Many many genealogies all connect
together ."whiria nga tangata” “weave the peoples together”.

Today it has a new application. Manurewa is home to so many ethnicities,
not only Pasifikan but from all over the world. Hence the flags representing
the many strands of the rope, the peoples that we are in St Anne’s and all
their genealogies . The flags in the banner are all the same size. Each
ethnicity is equally important, is a strand of the same size to make our
community strong, make us like a strong rope, join our many many
whakapapa together. Nga kawai maha (many)

Our Synodal motto in St Anne’s is to walk up the Mountain with Jesus
together. We can do it when we do it together. We are “Pilgrims of Hope”.
Our mission is to “weave our peoples together” and like a strong rope walk
up the mountain with Jesus together.
